Dear En Gedi Prayer Partners,
I find it hard to start this letter because so many exciting things have been happening here at En Gedi!  This summer we have been blessed with financial donations, material donations, and most importantly we have continued to serve pastors and their families.  I will keep this short, but read to the end to get all the exciting news.

One of the pastors that came up this summer was from Arizona.  He and his family spent two weeks here over the fourth of July.  They had a wonderful time and were lucky enough to come down during the Fourth of July celebrations and witness our yearly cowboy polo match and horse race.  I was honored to get to spend a morning having coffee with the family, talking about their ministry, their struggles and successes, and how God is using them.  

Our initial fund raising has been successful and we are getting positive responses after completing several individual presentations.  Right now we do not conduct “large scale” fundraising with numerous people, but keep our focus on “one-on-one” presentations that allow us to clearly communicate our vision of what God has called us to do.  After our second presentation a very kind gentlemen put En Gedi in his estate plan and will be funding 25,000 dollars a year out of that plan!  Now, of course we pray that he lives a long time, but this type of response is just what we were praying for: people who catch the vision and want to help us achieve God’s plan for En Gedi. 
Now for even more big news!  A few weeks ago while I was on a commercial flight home from Denver to Steamboat God sat me next to a man named Butch.  Butch and I had a wonderful conversation about God, church, and how the Holy Spirit works in our lives.  I told him about En Gedi Retreat and what we were doing and he said he would keep us in mind and maybe introduce me to some people he thought could help us accomplish our vision.  It turns out one of those “people” was himself.  A few days after our meeting Butch graciously donated a cabin to En Gedi.  That is correct, the entire cabin!  It is currently located in Steamboat and we are working with Fish and Cross Ranch, as well as numerous companies like Distinguished Builders to get it moved to the ranch before it snows.   


Our goal is to lift the cabin off its foundation and move it to the ranch in one piece.  Then, we will start hosting pastors and their families full time, much sooner than we had expected!  Once again, I was praying TOO SMALL.  This is a huge blessing and a huge challenge.  Many steps must be taken before and after the cabin is moved to get it ready for full time use, including furnishing it.  Plus we will need to raise the money to make all this happen.   Once we get some more details I will get them to you for prayer and fundraising efforts.     


The one thing we do know about the cabin is the name.  Butch has asked that the cabin be named after his son whom he lost in an Air Force C-130 accident in 1995, Lance.  The Lance Cabin will be a remembrance to him.  Butch told me that while he was gathering Lance’s possessions he found Lance’s bible which was well read, underlined and highlighted throughout.  It gave him a great deal of hope in the fact that someday he will see Lance again.  It continues to be an honor working with Butch to get this cabin moved to Fish and Cross Ranch for full time use in God’s Kingdom. 

As we continue forward we are in need of your prayers.  Please pray for all of the coordination, decisions, and paperwork that must occur prior to getting The Lance Cabin operational for pastors and missionaries.  With your prayer and God’s blessing I hope that very soon I will be sending out a letter announcing the beginning of En Gedi’s full time ministry.
