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Dear En Gedi Prayer Partners.


In the book James chapter four, the author (James the son of Alpheus, an apostle) writes this:

Come now, you who say, "Today or tomorrow we will go to such and such a city, and spend a year there and engage in business and make a profit." Yet you do not know what your life will be like tomorrow. You are just a vapor that appears for a little while and then vanishes away. Instead, you ought to say, "If the Lord wills, we will live and also do this or that."

I think we can all relate to that, don’t you?  

So I will begin this letter with this:  If the Lord wills, tomorrow we will move The Lance Cabin from Steamboat to Fish and Cross Ranch!  We have spent one and a half years struggling to make this wonderful donation turn into a reality for full time ministry, and it has not been without its roadblocks.  Tomorrow that journey will take one of its most difficult steps, a 35 mile road trip with a 24 foot wide cabin.  However, for the first time in this process, some one will be out ahead of us removing the road blocks: The Colorado State Patrol. (  
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We have waited until the day prior to announce this for one simple reason:  there are a thousand things that can go wrong that would stop this move, and that is just the stuff that happens prior to starting the engine on the semi truck.  So you are getting this letter because we have done all that we can, everything we can think of is ready and accounted for, now the rest of the unknowns we must bring to God for his provision.  

Please give a huge prayer thank you to Bruce at Rocky Boy Transport for the donation of the truck!  We had hoped to have the truck back to him on Wednesday, but delays made that impossible and he was super gracious to let us use the truck for the whole week!!

Please help us in three ways if you can

1.  Pray – the most effective thing we can do is pray.  Pray that the weather stays good, the house stays stable, the traffic stays light, the truck doesn’t break down, the unknowns, all the volunteers who have given so much time, energy, and resources. Pray for the stuff we haven’t planned for, pray for pastors and missionaries who, Lord willing, will be blessed by this work.  
2. We are conducting a small fundraiser to pay for some of the costs of the move that could not be donated (state patrol, guide cars, gas in the semi, etc).  We are asking, if you are able, to sponsor a mile of the trip for $100.  This would help us raise $3,500, which would cover almost all the expenses that were not donated.  You can email back with your pledge or you can go to our Facebook page and post a mileage donation there (and become a fan).  So far we have a mileage pledge for mile #1 and mile #35, just 33 miles left.
3.  Tomorrow morning at 8am we will gather at The Lance Cabin for prayer, please join us if you have the time.  The Lance Cabin is located on the south end of Steamboat Springs, right behind the Steamboat Christian Center on the west side (just look for a large log cabin on a truck, and an somewhat nervous guy walking around it again and again, me).
